WINTER AVERAGE CONSUMPTION 
Did you know sewer rates in Bel Aire are based on a Winter Average Consumption (WAC)? Starting this year, WAC 
will track water usage from November through February, and the three months with the lowest usage during this 
period will be averaged to determine your new WAC.

For instance, if December usage is higher due to holiday guests, your WAC will be averaged from November, January, 
and February. Your new WAC will appear on the April bill and apply from April through the following March.

If you have a water leak during these months, report it to the Utility Department promptly, as it may affect 
your WAC. Residents have until June 1 to dispute their new WAC.

WASTE CONNECTIONS HOLIDAY SCHEDULE 
As the holiday season continues, please note that Waste Connections will observe Christmas Day and New Year’s 
Day. If your regularly scheduled pickup falls on either of these holidays, service will be delayed until the following 
day. For an easy way to stay on top of your pickup schedule, visit wasteconnections.com to download their  
convenient app, which provides reminders and essential notifications.

SIGN UP WATER USAGE NOTIFICATIONS AND ALERTS 
Every Bel Aire Utility Customer can track real-time and historical water usage and 
set custom alerts in the utility billing portal. Receive notifications for potential leaks, 
when your usage reaches a specific amount, or if water is running at your property 
while you are on vacation. To access this feature, log in to the utility portal at  
belaireks.municipalonlinepayments.com or scan the QR code. Once logged in, 
click on “Consumption” in the menu, then select “Manage Alerts”. For visual  
instructions, visit belaireks.gov/UtilityAlerts.
